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Immediately withdraw the vessel from the caution zone at a constant
speed of less than 6 knots if the animal shows signs of being disturbed.

*A vessel means anything capable of carrying a person through
or on the water, including wind surfers and surfboards.
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WHALE PROTECTION AREA
NO restricting the path of a whale or dolphin
If there’s more than one person on the vessel,
post a lookout for whales and dolphins
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If a whale approaches a vessel:
• Disengage the gears and let the whale approach,or
• Reduce your speed and proceed on a course away from the whale
If a dolphin approaches a vessel do not change the course or speed of the vessel suddenly.
