Diver Medical | Participant Questionnaire
Recreational scuba diving and freediving requires good 
physical and mental health. Diving is an exciting and 
demanding activity. When performed correctly, applying 
correct techniques, it is relatively safe. When established safety 
procedures are not followed, however, there are increased 
risks. You will learn from the instructor the important safety 
rules regarding breathing and equalisation while scuba diving. 
Improper use of scuba equipment can result in serious injury. 
You must be thoroughly instructed in its use under direct 
supervision of a qualified instructor to use it safely.

Diving can be strenuous under certain conditions. Your 
respiratory and circulatory systems must be in good health. 
There are a few medical conditions which can be hazardous 
while diving. Those who currently have, have had, or are 
predisposed to, any of these conditions, should be evaluated 
by a physician.

This Diver Medical Participant Questionnaire provides a basis 
to determine if you should seek out that evaluation. If you have 
any concerns about your diving fitness not represented on 
this form, consult with your physician before diving. If you are 
feeling ill, avoid diving. If you think you may have a contagious 
disease, protect yourself and others by not participating in 
dive training and/ or dive activities. If you are pregnant, or 
attempting to become pregnant, do not dive.

References to “diving” on this form encompass both 
recreational scuba diving and freediving. This form is principally 
designed as an initial medical screen for new divers but is also 
appropriate for divers taking continuing education. For your 
safety, and that of others who may dive with you, answer all 
questions honestly.
